Its medieval historical centre, is the 
largest in Europe, with  delightful 
little squares and narrow and 
ancient alleys, where aristocratic 
palaces mix with humble houses

The city itself has many enviable 
characteristics and strong 

points that make it unique for such 
purposes. 
With its abundance of museums, 
theatres, palaces, archives and 
libraries, it is truly a city of art: so 
much that  “Le Strade Nuove and the 
System of the Palazzi dei Rolli” were 
recognised  by the UNESCO World 
Heritage List.



I Rolli Days
Every year Genoa 
celebrates its Palazzi dei 
Rolli, with the event Rolli 
Days: weekends during 
which the palaces open 
their doors and show their 
treasures to the public.

The UNESCO site includes 42 Rolli palaces, 
among the over 100 existing ones, which 
from Strada Nuova reach a large part of the 
historic center. The Rolli palaces, in some 
cases, still belong to private individuals today, 
while many have become the headquarters 
of banks or offices; some have become 
Museums and are therefore always visitable.



The city went through a deep 
transformation during the last 

years. The best example of this 
change is the area of the Ancient 
Porto, designed by the famous 
architect Renzo Piano. This area, 
dedicated to edutainment and 
leisure, is particularly beloved by 
young people, families and children.  
In the same area, are ocated the 
famous Aquarium of the city - ideal 
also for events - the Galata Museum 
of the Sea, the largest maritime 
museum in the Mediterranean, 
the Biosphere, a glass floating 
structure,with tropical plants and 
different exotic animals, but also 
cinemas, shops, bars and restaurants.

The Waterfront di Levante
The project includes a nautical district, 
a renewed sport centre, an urban 
park, residential buildings, services, 
leisure, student housing, commercial 
areas, and hotels.
